Strand 1:  ARTISTIC FOUNDATION

Standard 1:  Demonstrate knowledge of the foundations of the art area.
Art Area:  VISUAL ART
(K-3) 

1. Demonstrates knowledge of the elements of color, line, shape, form, texture and space.

Both the drawings of the students’ homes and their self-portraits use the elements of art, and discussion of the elements can be incorporated into the projects.

2. Demonstrate knowledge of the principles of pattern, repetition and balance.

Pattern, repetition and balance are used in the drawings and self-portrait projects.
(4-5) 

1.   Demonstrate knowledge of elements, including color, line, shape, form,     

      texture, value and space.

Projects do so. Discussion of elements would reinforce.

3. Demonstrate knowledge of the principles, such as repetition, pattern,   

      emphasis, contrast and balance.

Projects do so, and discussion of the principles can be included in the teaching of the two projects.
(6-8) 

1. Demonstrate how meaning is expressed through the use of elements and   

      principles to create a composition.

Students will be speaking "heart to heart" through their artwork.
Students will use their senses when looking at artwork, this includes the space beyond the edge of the artwork. 
Standard 2:  Demonstrate knowledge and use of the technical skills of the art form including technology when applicable.
Art Area:  VISUAL ART
(K-3) 

1. Identify and use the basic tools and materials of a variety of media.

Students can use a variety of media to complete their drawings or paintings of their homes and their self portraits, such as crayons, markers, watercolors, colored pencils, or tempera paints.
(4-5)

1. Identify and use the tools, materials and techniques of a variety of art media.

Students will do so.
(6-8)

1. Select and use the tools, materials, and techniques of a variety of media.

Students will do so.  
Standard 3:  Demonstrate understanding of the personal, social, cultural, and historical contexts that influence the art areas including the contributions of the Minnesota American Indian tribes and communities.
Art Area:  VISUAL ART

This standard is addressed in a basic way (K-6) by discussing the artwork done by the students in Iraq and then by looking at the differences and similarities of the work done by students in the United States. Further social and cultural study of Iraq could be incorporated while doing the art projects.
Strand 2:  CREATE AND MAKE

Standard 1:  Create/make in a variety of contexts in the art area using the artistic foundations.
Art Area:  VISUAL ART
(K-3)

1. Make artworks to express ideas.

Students are asked to express their feelings about their homes and those they care about in their artwork, to speak through their art.

(4-5)

1. Make artworks to express specific artistic ideas.

Students are asked to express their feelings about their homes and those they care about in their artwork, to speak through their art.
(6-8)

1. Make original artworks in a variety of artistic contexts.

Students are asked to express their feelings about their homes and those they care about in their artwork, to speak through their art.

They will be creating both scenes and portraits.
