How it works:

•A group of volunteers translates your letters into Arabic, and the letters are sent to Iraq.

•Those volunteers translate letters from Iraqi children to you, and the letters are sent to this school.

2) Your letter will be translated into Arabic. It will be posted on our website in both English and Arabic.

3) We will send your letter to Iraq and it will be hand-delivered to an Iraqi school during this school year.

4) An Iraqi student will answer your letter. That letter will be translated into English and posted on our website. We hope to get the original back to you this school year.
